Kay Yong, managing direcror of Taiwan’s Aviation Safery Coun-
cil (ASC) accident investigation agency, for continued efforts to
enhance safery in the region, particularly on runways. The ef-
fort emerged from Yong’s work as chief investigator of the Ocr.
31, 2000, crash of Singapore Airlines Flight 006 ar Taipei’s Chi-
ang Kai-Shek International Airport. Yong’s work in human fac-
tors led the ASC in January 2001 to adopt a “no- blame™ ap-
proach to accident investigation. The final SIAQ06 report labeled
the accident “aviation system failure” and derailed deficiencies.
According to Yong, the accident highlighted “the crivical im-
portance of runway incursionfairport surface movement safe-
ty.” As a result, installation of airport surface derection equip-
ment is to begin this year and be completed in 2004,
