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On June 12, 2024, a Taiwan-registered general cargo ship named "Hui Feng," carrying 12 people,
caught fire at 17 nautical miles off the southern breakwater of the first entrance of Kaohsiung Port. Due to the
fire being out of control, the captain ordered to abandon the ship. The occurrence resulted in three injuries
that were sent to the hospital. The fire destroyed parts of the engine room, accommodation, and the bridge of

Hui Feng. After confirming the fire had vanished, the shipowner dispatched a tugboat to tow Hui Feng to

Kaohsiung Port for repair evaluation.
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
